VILLA SAUNIER – CONDITIONS OF HIRE
1) The contract states the dates for which the property has been hired.  The tenant must vacate the property on the given date and has no right to remain at the property after this date.

2) USAGE OF THE PROPERTY – The tenant can enjoy the property in a way such as will not disturb neighbours or damage the environment.  On departure, the tenant agrees to leave the property clean and tidy as it was found on arrival.  The proprietor agrees to provide the property in accordance with the description, and to undertake maintenance in order to ensure the property is in good working order.

3) REFUNDABLE SECURITY / BREAKAGE DEPOSIT – On arrival, the proprietor will ask for the refundable security/breakage deposit, the amount of which is shown on the contract.  For clients who do not have a euro bank account, the equivalent sum can be given in the form of a cheque drawn on a foreign bank.  The full amount will be returned to the tenant at the end of their stay as long as everything is in order.  Any damage to the property or breakages will be deducted from this amount before it is returned.  If the deposit is insufficient, the tenant hereby agrees to make good the difference.

4) OCCUPANCY – The occupants of the property may on no account surpass the number indicated on the contract without the written permission of the proprietor.  If the amount of tenants exceeds the normal maximum occupancy, a supplement will be calculated by the proprietor.

5) ANIMALS – Animals are not permitted and their presence at the property will result in the immediate termination of the contract.

6) INVENTORY & STATE OF THE PROPERTY – An inventory and attestation to the condition of the property will be completed at the beginning of the period of hire and at the end by the proprietor and the tenant and will be signed by both parties.
7) PAYMENT – The reservation will come into effect as soon as the tenant has returned a signed copy of the enclosed contract.  Full payment of the rental must be received before the arrival of the tenants at the property.

8) CURTAILMENT – In the event that period of rental is cut short by the tenant and the responsibility of the owner is not in question, the tenant will not be entitled to any reimbursement.

9) CANCELLATION

a. CANCELLATION BY THE TENANT - Any payments already made at the time of cancellation will be retained by the owner.  If the proprietor is able to re-let the property for the same period and for the same price, they will be returned.

b. CANCELLATION BY THE PROPRIETOR – The proprietor will reimburse the tenant the amount paid for the rental

10) INSURANCES – The tenant should check that his household insurance will cover for any damage to rental property.
